We find it disconcerting that the County Legislature would consider moving     

$26 Million of accumulated sewer related costs into the Debt Service Fund at this time. This action would make what is already an unacceptable situation worse for the 18,000 households that are paying sewer taxes and not receiving sewer service, as it will result in our also being burdened with the cost of servicing the debt on sewer related expenses, the benefit of which we have yet to see. How does this serve as a solution for those of us that are already being taxed unfairly?
